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Laughing and Learning: 
WAHI Meetings as Social Time

My wife and I bought our first house, a 1967 
ranch, in 1990. This was before I became a 
home inspector, although I was already inter-
ested in this stuff. The water heater was a late 
1970s model and, after a couple of years, water 
signs were showing up around the base. When 
the water started to show up on the floor, it was 
clearly time to replace the heater. 

Being a smart, handy, young home-owner, I 
decided I could replace it myself. I drove my minivan to Home Depot 
and bought a new 50 gallon water heater. When I got home, I read the 
installation manual cover-to-cover. (I’ve always been a read-the-manual 
kind of guy – maybe that’s why I ended up as a home inspector, that 
desire to know how and why things work.)

Anyway, I turned off the electricity, hooked up the pipes, turned on the 
water, checked for leaks and then hit the juice. I took great pride as my 
new water heater began to work. My role as a hygienically-conscious 
father and husband was fulfilled! 

But there was a little glitch. The installation manual discussed the pres-
sure relief valve, its purpose, and how to go about testing it to ensure it 
was operating properly. Besides being a read-the-manual guy, I am also 
a safety-first guy. I needed to test this pressure relief thing. 

The manual suggested draining the valve into a bucket. Although this 
was the most logical choice it also occurred to me that, if this PTR deal 
ever went off by itself, it had better not make a mess and ruin my fresh-
ly painted concrete basement floor. Of course, I had a superior solution, 
which would not only protect my paint job but avoid the bucket entirely.

I went to the local hardware store and bought some PVC tubing and 
fittings. I upgraded the factory-supplied ¾-inch drain to a one-inch 
diameter, to help handle the water that may stream out of this water 
heater. (Remember, I’m a safety-first guy. And I’m a guy – so bigger is 
always better.)

With a little creativity, thinking that maybe I’d 
send this improved method to the guys who 
make water heaters, I glued up my PVC and 
routed that pressure relief valve up and out my 
rim joist. Problem solved, right?  

Of course, I hadn’t thought about the tempera-
ture limit of the PVC, or the likely deflection 
and bending that would result from extremely 
hot water exiting this pipe. And pressure relief 
valves are not designed to constantly hold wa-
ter like a check valve. They’re meant to release 
water and drain dry. For me the point was: no 
bucket and no messed-up floor paint. 

Well, being a hygienically conscious father and 
husband – safety first! -- I tested the valve ev-
ery six months. Since my piping went out and 
up from the water heater, water was constantly 
in this one inch PVC. After awhile, the piping 
started to bend, and the so-so threaded fitting 
at the PTR valve, with water constantly sitting 
against it, started to leak. And the leaking wa-
ter ruined my nicely painted floor.

Here’s the point of this story. When I got inter-
ested in home inspecting, I took a week-long 
class at the “Barney Fletcher” school of home 
inspecting. As part of the learning experience, 
the students were to perform an inspection at 
the end of the week on a real home -- prefer-
ably their own -- and take a bunch of pictures. 
We were to print the pictures (no digital in the 
early 90’s) to share and discuss. There was an 
informal competition to find the worst picture 
in each inspection section. 

I won in the water heater category. There was a 
lot of laughter.

Chapter meetings, for me, are a lot like that 
time at home inspection school. Any WAHI 
event, from a chapter meeting to the Spring 
Seminar, is a chance to get together with 
friends and share stories. Of course, the 
purpose of every WAHI event is education. I 
always learn something interesting and useful.

But I don’t think I’ve ever been to a meet-
ing where there wasn’t also a lot of laughter. 

One of the high points at the Chippewa Val-
ley chapter is the digital picture show-and-tell 
session. A common photo type is the do-it-
yourself special, where the Handy Homeowner 
came up with a new way to solve a problem. 
Our members are always laughing, asking, 
“What were they thinking?!?!” 

Well, now you know what I was thinking. 
And I hope I made you laugh. And maybe you 
learned something. 

And isn’t that what every WAHI event is 
about? Because in these trying times, if you 
can’t laugh, what’s the point?

One last note: congratulations to Mike Von 
Gunten, WAHI’s new president. I was glad to 
see him run and feel honored to work by his 
side. Please support Mike in his endeavors as 
we move forward. Mike will not only maintain 
a positive, proactive mindset, he will continue 
to lead WAHI as the best home inspection 
organization in the state. 

Thanks, WAHI, for my time as your president.

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The Value of a

When I did my first paid home inspection in 
1988, there was no Wisconsin organization for 
professional home inspectors. The only state 
licensing was for building code enforcement. 
National home inspection associations did ex-
ist, but were not well known in Wisconsin. 	
WAHI was founded to prevent others from 
regulating our profession and to provide a re-
source for Wisconsin inspectors to share ideas 
and solve common problems. 

Then, as now, our clients expected us not just 
to point out defects, but to put the home in 
perspective and give options on how to move 
forward. 

WAHI was instrumental in shaping state legis-
lation in the 1990s. I was on the WAHI legisla-
tive committee in 1997. Being on that com-
mittee opened my eyes to the powers that tried 
to restrict and regulate our profession. Other 
groups wanted to limit inspectors to a one-page 
report, and prevent inspectors from comment-

ing on repair options to clients, or from giving 
ballpark estimates for home defects.

WAHI succeeded in getting standards of 
practice incorporated into state law. This was 
hugely important in reducing inspector liabil-
ity and providing the minimum standards for 
inspections.

WAHI’s ongoing mission is education. Since 
most inspectors are one-man shops, any 
inspector that is operating without the benefit 
of a professional peer group is going to have 
to reinvent the wheel and make mistakes that 
have already been solved. WAHI provides a 
great deal of information to help new inspec-
tors to be successful, including excellent train-
ing seminars, peer review learning, and the 
WAHI Arbitration Program. 

By being a member of WAHI, I have learned 
much about what works in the inspection pro-
cess, as well as what doesn’t. From the techni-
cal side to the business side, WAHI inspectors 
are willing to share mistakes and successes 
with other members. The ability to call on 
other members with issues and questions is 
the most valued asset WAHI has to offer. Take 
advantage of it.

I have a customer with a two sided fireplace and they  
complain of a smoke smell when using it. Any ideas?
 
Two sided fireplaces are notorious for not drafting real well. This usually happens for two reasons: The first 
reason is that, when mason’s generally construct these masonry systems, they do not make the flue size large 
enough. The Uniform Dwelling Code requires a 10 to 1 ratio. This means for every 10 square inches of fire-
place opening, there should be 1 square inch of flue opening. At a minimum, the flue size should be 13” by 17”.  

The second reason these fireplaces have issues with draft is because there is no back wall. With openings on 
each side, the air will come into the fireplace and want to push through to the other side. That is why you al-
most always see glass doors on these fireplaces and the homeowners generally have to keep one side closed 
during operation. The closed doors then act like a back wall, deflecting the combustion gases up the chimney.

The Wisconsin State Capitol Building has been 
featured in the news media for the past six 
weeks. All the attention, of course, stems from 
the labor unions’ objections to the introduc-
tion, and ultimate passage, of Governor Scott 
Walker’s budget repair bill. Since that time, the 
Governor has also unveiled his proposed 2011-
2013 biennial budget.  

While the Governor and the State Legislature 
are confronted with the State’s $3.6 billion def-
icit, Governor Walker’s bill does not propose 
increases in state taxes. WAHI has also dodged 
the first bullet in that the budget bill does not 
propose to extend the sales tax to services. I 
know that many WAHI home inspectors also 
have an interest in the State’s Rental Weather-
ization Program which the Governor protects 
in this budget.

Lobbying News: State Capitol Update
On a related note, in the last few weeks, the 
Department of Regulation and Licensing 
(DORL) has received approval from the Leg-
islature to keep the licensing and certification 
fees for regulated professions the same as they 
were this year.

But the Governor’s proposed budget is not 
what will, in the end, become law. The Legisla-
ture will review all aspects of the bill and make 
changes between now and June 30th.

As your lobbyists, our work at Swandby/
Kilgore Associates has just begun. We will be 
monitoring the legislature’s budget delibera-
tions to make sure that no amendments are 
added which would negatively affect you as a 
home inspector.
